New York City Transportation
MTA New York City is the city's rail and bus system and it operates 24 hours a day, seven days a week.
Metro Card (Transit Pass)
You can buy a MetroCard at subway stations, from either automated machines (which accept cash, ATM bank cards and regular credit cards) or booth attendants (cash only). A single subway or bus ride is currently $2.25. Riders can buy a SingleRide card (cash only; must be used within two hours of purchase), a pay-per-ride card or an unlimited MetroCard. Pay-per-ride cards range in value from $4.50 to $100. An unlimited MetroCard allows users to ride as often as they like within a fixed time period. All City buses accept the MetroCard and exact coin change (no pennies or paper money accepted).
For $2.25 (the cost of a single ride), you can use the system citywide and transfer as many times as you need, as long as you don't exit the system through a turnstile. You can transfer from bus to subway or vice versa within two hours of using your MetroCard. (The free transfer does not apply if you leave a subway station through a turnstile and want to get on another subway line.)
