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The ESCR-Net Secretariat is pleased to officially open the nomination process for the election of the new Board of the International Network for Economic, Social and Cultural Rights (ESCR-Net), which will replace the current Board, which was elected in December 2008, during ESCR-Net’s General Assembly in Nairobi, Kenya.  If you would like to nominate one or more candidates for the ESCR-Net Board, please submit a Nomination Form to: info@escr-net.org.  Member Organizations are welcome to nominate one of their own representatives, leaders or staff members.   Nominations will be open from Tuesday, October 9 – Tuesday, October 30, with online elections taking place beginning in early November.   
In order to facilitate nominations, below are:
· Roles and Responsibilities of Board Members from the ESCR-Net Governance Document, approved on 1 December 2004;

· Composition and Size of the Board from the same document; 
· Current Board Members, designating those who have agreed to run for a second term;

· Nomination Instructions and Form for Candidates for the Board of ESCR-Net.
I. Roles and Responsibilities of Board Members
The roles and responsibilities of the ESCR-Net Board shall be as follows: 

a) Build the Network both by ensuring broad outreach and providing leadership in responding to events;

b) Facilitate Network’s activities and oversee the implementation of the Network’s agenda; 

c) Ensure the Network operates in adherence with its goals and principles, including operating without discrimination and promoting the leadership of women, marginalized groups and those affected by ESCR violations within the Network;

d) Ensure effective functioning of the Secretariat, including the creation of new positions;

e) Fundraise for the Network, in coordination with the Secretariat and the Working Groups, and establish a financial strategy for the Network;

f) Review and approve the annual report of the Network; 

g) Oversee financial matters of the Network, including approving and monitoring the annual budget of the Network;

h) Approve projects and workplans undertaken by the Network; 

i) Serve as a representative of the Network; 

j) Participate in and attend the required meetings and conference calls necessary to ensure the functioning of the Board;

k) Participate in at least one Working Group of the Network;

l) Appoint the Director of the Network; and

m) Any other functions or responsibilities assigned by the General Assembly.
II. Composition and Size of the Board
The ESCR-Net Board shall be composed of members, with demonstrated ability to lead and guide the Network, elected at large in their individual capacity.  The composition of the Board will reflect geographic and gender balance and include social movements and/or grassroots organizations. 

Specifically, the Board shall be formed by 7 members coming from 6 different regions: 
· 1 from Latin America and the Caribbean; 

· 2 from Asia, South Pacific, Australia and New Zealand; 

· 1 from Sub-Saharan Africa; 

· 1 from North Africa and the Middle East; 

· 1 from the United States and Canada; and 

· 1 from Europe.  

Board members shall not represent regions or specific groups; they shall be elected and serve in their personal capacities and bring gender and regional diversity as well as diverse perspectives to the Board. The Board shall also include members who come from social movements or grassroots groups.  These members shall not represent social movements but rather bring grassroots concerns and perspectives to Board discussions and decisions.  
III. Current Board Members
The ESCR-Net Governance Document states: “Board members shall serve 3 year terms with the possibility of re-election for one additional term.  In the interest of continuity, some Board members, upon finishing their first term, should be encouraged to run for re-election and voting members are asked to keep the principle of continuity in mind.”
