The Committee of Ministers 1 , 
Having regard to Article 9 of the Additional Protocol to the European Social Charter providing for a system of collective complaints; 

Taking into consideration the complaint introduced on 18 July 2001 by the European Council of Police Trade Unions against Portugal; 

Having regard to the report transmitted to it on 24 May 2002, in accordance with Article 8 of the Additional Protocol, containing the conclusion of the European Committee of Social Rights that Portugal has not failed to ensure the satisfactory application of the provisions of the Charter referred to in the complaint, 

Takes note of the report.
Note 1 In conformity with Article 9 of the Additional Protocol to the European Social Charter providing for a system of collective complaints, the Deputies in their composition restricted to the Representatives of Contracting Parties to the European Social Charter or the Revised European Social Charter participated in the vote, ie. Austria, Belgium, Bulgaria, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France, Germany, Greece, Hungary, Iceland, Ireland, Italy, Latvia, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Malta, Moldova, the Netherlands, Norway, Poland, Portugal, Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden, Turkey and the United Kingdom.
